(c) Providing funding to support fire affected properties to erect boundary fencing destroyed by
the bushfire, priority to be given fencing on roads not eligible for other funding.

(d) Provide for a business advisory service to support businesses directly or indirectly impacted
by the bushfires.

(e) Provide funds to undertake works to improve the fire resilience of Council’s infrastructure
and reduce identified fire risks.

(f)  Develop a strong understanding of the impacts of the bushfires covering the short, medium
and long term to enable Council to invest in programs that will achieve positive outcomes for
the community and support Council in seeking additional support to strengthen the
economy of the Snowy Monaro area.

(g) Provide funding to undertake identified projects and utilise as seed funding to maximise the
potential funds that can be raised to support resilience activities.
